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HUMANITARIAN COMPONENT IN EDUCATION OF HEI GRADUATES IN
MODERN “INTELLIGENT SOCIETY”

Abstract: the article deals with the specific features of the humanitarian component of
the education of higher educational institution graduates and its improvement in the context
of the development of the University for the Future; it is also suggested that specialists
consider and discuss the modern society as an ‘intelligent society’, which is capable of
addressing dynamically socio-economic, political, military and other challenges of today’s

multicultural world.

Keywords: “intelligent society”, University for the Future, humanitarian component
of education, noosphere, critical thinking, transgression, humanitarian components of
competences of graduates of higher educational institutions.

Problem statement. Modern society is
characterized by scientists as a civilized
society of permanent modernization, dynamic
changes that penetrate all spheres of human
life. Under these conditions, firstly, a
qualitatively new “intelligent society” IS
gradually formed, and secondly, there is a
significant rethinking of the mission and
functions of the state of the 21st century — a
complex social system and a powerful
political and legal institution, and the existing
and potential impacts on it from the external
environment and internal factors and ties. At
the same time, the role of worthy, principled,
competent, responsible, humane, honest, fair,
patriotic specialists with higher education,
able to act adequately in extraordinary
situations of unexpected challenges, is
substantially increasing [1]. All the above-
said calls for innovative approaches to
further development of higher education.

The recent research and publications
analysis. In Ukraine, there is no shortage of
publications on modernization of higher edu-
cation. This refers to the scientific achieve-
ments of V. Andrushchenko, Yu. Chernetskyi,
S. Dombrovska, S. Kalashnikova, S. Klepko,
V. Kremen, V. Luhovoi, T. Lukina, V. Moroz,
I. Stepanenko, Zh. Talanova, M. Zubrytska,
and other scholars. However, the current
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stage of the country’s higher education devel-
opment requires special attention to the
implementation of essential qualitative
changes in the field of humanitarian educa-
tion, which are essential for further develop-
ment of socio-economic and technical
education. Therefore, at present it is extreme-
ly important to understand the content and
orientation, the strategy and immediate
prospects of humanitarian development, in
particular philosophical education which, in
our opinion, will affect to a large extent the
personal characteristics and outlook of the
next generations of Ukrainian citizens [6].

As for the various aspects of the
university’s development, they have been
actively and sufficiently investigated by
Western specialists (Jacques Derrida, Hans-
Georg Gadamer, Jurgen Habermas, Karl
Jaspers, E. Kopotkov, Marek Kwiek,
Matthew M. Mars, John Henry Newman,
Jaroslav Pelikan, Bill Readings, Maarten
Simons and others).

The highlight of this article is an
appeal to interpret modern society as an
“intelligent society”. The basis for our
analysis of this concept [4; 8; 10] was laid by
the ideas of Edouard Le Roy (1870-1954),
Pierre Teilhard de Chardin (1881-1955), and
Volodymyr Vernadsky (1863-1945).

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It is believed that the concept of
“noosphere” was first introduced to the
scientific community in the late 1920’s by
E.Le Roy, a professor of mathematics at
Sorbonne, a representative of Catholic
modernism, to characterize a “thinking” shell
that is formed by human consciousness. As Le
Roy notes, he reached this idea together with
his friend, a geologist and paleontologist-
evolutionist, a Catholic philosopher Pierre
Teilhard de Chardin (1881-1955). However,
it should not be forgotten that some
provisions of the theory of Le Roy and
Chardin are based on the ideas proposed in
the lectures on geochemistry, delivered by
V. Vernadsky at Sorbonne in 1922-1923 [10].

At the heart of the noosphere theory
of Le Roy lie conceptualizations of an
Ancient Greek platonicien philosopher
Plotinus (Greek ITAwtivog) (205-270) about
the emanation of the One (primeval being,
which is incognizable and identified with the
Good) into the Mind and World-Soul, with a
subsequent transformation of the latter back
into the One. Consequently, the evolutionary
model of Le Roy and Chardin repeats the
basic provisions of neoplatonism. With that,
the emergence of the Universe, the
emergence and evolution of life on Earth are
described by them in terms of modern
science, but the principal scheme of their
concept corresponds to the principles of
neoplatonism. Thus, man, according to
Plotinus, strives to go beyond the Soul into
the realm of the Mind, and then, through
ecstasy, join the One. According to Teilhard
de Chardin, man also seeks to go to the
sphere of the Mind and get dissolved in God.

Edouard Le Roy created an evolu-
tionary concept, in which he tried to reconcile
Catholic dogmas with facts accumulated by
paleontology and anthropology, and with the
latest discoveries in biology. Based on the
bergsonian idea of a life urge (Henri
Bergson, a French philosopher, Laureate of
the Nobel Prize for Literature in 1927), he
regards evolution as a creative estab-
lishment, at the outset of which lies the
spiritual power, an active thought [ibid.].

With the appearance of man, the
evolution of nature and life acquires a
qualitatively new character, since it is the
man, endowed with consciousness and
intelligence, who becomes the prerequisite
and instrument for further progressive
development of all the nature, and thus there
iIs a transition from the biosphere to the
noosphere, the realm of the mind.

In turn, V. Vernadsky explores the
history of the emergence of important
minerals in the earth’s crust, determines the
chemical composition, physical and chemical
conditions for the formation of a variety of
mineral species, and throughout his life he is
working on solving a number of problems of
radio geology. Without exaggeration, he can
be called the creator of a new scientific
direction which later developed into an
independent science of biochemistry. In the
first half of the twentieth century,
V. Vernadsky created the doctrine of noosp-
here, based on the idea of a harmonious entry
of man and his economic activity in a
biogenic circulation of matter [ibid.].

The noosphere (Greek voog — “mind”’
and opaipo — “sphere”) is a sphere of mind,
the sphere of interaction between society and
nature, within which reasonable human
activity becomes a decisive factor of
development in general.

Vernadsky’s V. theories of biosphere
and noosphere are based on dissymmetry,
dissimilarity and uniqueness of all living
things, interpretation of “space — time” in
connection with the “eternity of life”. The
eternity, according to the famous scientist, is
continuity and infinity, the eternity being pre-
sented as the infinity closed unto itself [ibid.].

The paper objective. The article aims
to draw the attention of specialists, on the one
hand, to the specific features of the
humanitarian component of the education of
graduates of higher educational institutions,
and on the other hand, to invite scholars to the
discussion on the understanding of modern
society as an “intelligent society” and their
vision of the University for the Future.

The paper main body. Despite the
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dominance in the twentieth century of several
influential philosophic directions (herme-
neutic, dialectical and historical materialism,
existentialism, neopositivism, neo-Thomism,
neo-Freudism, phenomenology, etc.), which
seemingly would not allow to achieve mutual
understanding in the interpretation of some
general concepts, the 33th Session of the
UNESCO General Conference (Paris, 2005)
declared its decision on the annual celeb-
ration of the World Philosophy Day on the
third Thursday of November. This was
explained, in particular, by the need to find a
common discussion platform in the society of
global socio-cultural transformations, the
importance of identifying challenges that face
society, and mastering the ability to find
adequate responses to them.

Thus, at the beginning of the 21st
century UNESCO defined philosophy as a
force for individual and collective liberation,
for actuation of independent thinking by the
human “Self”. People began to get aware
that thinking means philosophizing, and that
every modern person should do it constantly,
for it is amasement that gives a real drive to
human resourcefulness.

Philosophy is a scientific discipline
that stimulates critical and independent
thinking, promotes a better understanding of
the surrounding reality and contributes to
the establishment of ideals of tolerance and
peace [6].

At the same time, in today’s
globalized world, high-quality university
education becomes:

—an essential factor of sustainable
development of society;

—an effective “catalyst” activating
and intensifying territorial development;

—an important stimulus for raising
the level of competitiveness of the state and
its regions.

Therefore, the issues of interaction
within the system of “education-science-
practice-production” i.e. interdependence of
people’s amount of education, the state of
science, and welfare gains of the country are
becoming particularly acute in the present-

day transformational societies [7; 9].

In the modern humanitarian space,
attention is drawn to four generations of
universities which correspond to different
phases of historical evolution of society.
This, in particular, concerns the following
characteristics in the evolution of the
university, namely:

— University 1.0 is about domination
of educational activity;

— University 2.0 is characterized by a
combination of educational and research
activities;

— University 3.0 is where cooperation
between research, educational, and entrep-
reneurship activities appears;

— University 4.0 is the university of
the future, capable of addressing problems
and challenges of industrial development
due to a change in the concept of the
industry itself, by means of shifting the focus
towards designing, where all parameters of
a future structure are laid down [2].

Thus, all the above allows us to offer
the following conclusions:

—a significant task for a higher
educational institution of the University 4.0
generation is creation of values and purpose
for sustainable socio-economic development
of territories;

—today, it is important to predict the
competences of future elites, that is
specialists of the highest qualification, future
graduates of higher educational institutions,
in particular, engineering schools;

—today, it is necessary to gradually
develop scientifically substantiated techno-
logies of adaptive learning, which offer
individual formats of studies (“unit produc-
tion” of specialists with relevant compe-
tences), meaning with account taken of indi-
vidual abilities of students and requirements of
specific places of their future work [ibid.].

Even today, the European humani-
tarian space is filled with meanings, which are
hard to understand not only for a common
Ukrainian citizen, but also for the repre-
sentatives of the political elite. In particular, it
concerns such concepts as:

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— public administration;

— New Public Management;

—Good (i.e. responsible,
effective) Governance;

—the general principles of a modern
European Administrative space;

— public-private partnership, etc.,

which are percieved as the ABC in
the civilized European community.

To convey valid meanings to graduates
of higher educational institutions (HEI) can be
the task for HEI themselves, since the quality
of the humanitarian component of their
education has been improved considerably.

A specific feature of the Ukrainian
reality is the presence of several boundaries
— impassable or extremely hard to pass (for
this reason, we dare call them transgressive)
between:

—the old “socialist” and the new
market-oriented societies;

—the old achievements in socio-
economic and humanitarian sciences and
weak impulses of individual scientists to
obtain new knowledge in the context of the
present-day modernization of society;

—socio-economic  existence  and
spiritual existence (in particular, science);

—different cultural traditions and
value orientations in the Ukrainian
multicultural society.

Overcoming such a large number of
boundaries is possible only for those who
are oriented to domination of intellect and
management elite as a leader, and society as
a whole, and are capable of solving
problems timely and dynamically respond to
constantly emerging social challenges with
their own mind [4].

It looks like a seemingly ‘“‘complete
loss of faith in the mind” is refuted by the
destructive crisis socio-economic phenomena
of modern market society (20th century),
which force public opinion to look for
promising ways to make a breakthrough in
the previously impossible areas: knowledge
society, intellectual economy, innovation acti-
vity, etc. What we see is a gradual formation
of an entirely new paradigm of social

fair,

progress based on the “cult of intelligence”
and self-value of an individual (we dare
assume that the basic principle of this
paradigm is as follows: without man as a
measure of social change, anything, in
particular, public-administrative or any other
kind of activity is meaningless; only man and
civilized human existence provide a meaning
for the modernization of society; that is, we
speak here about a socially directed economy,
high-quality management services, mutual
trust of power and citizens, etc.) [8; 9].

In general, even a limited analysis of
social progress allows distinguishing its
main historical stages and find out the most
significant paradigm-value benchmarks:

— the cult of “living contemplation”:
reliance on critical thinking, recognition of
man as a “political being” (involved in
power) and the ‘measure of all things’
(ancient society);

—the cult of faith: scholasticism,
widespread use of syllogistics, the suffering
earthly man is a means of satisfying his own
and someone else’s needs (the era of the
Middle Ages);

—the cult of the Mind: emergence of
science in its modern understanding, forma-
tion of science as a productive power of
society, attitude towards a human being as
self-value, the aim of creation of everything
on earth, and never as a tool (New age,
formation of market society);

—the riot against the Mind: a man,
free in his existence, but lonely, full of
pessimism (the second half of the 19th
century — the first half of the 20th century);

— the cult of Intelligence [4; 8].

Thus, there is a new feature of society
of the 21st century — the cult of Intelligence,
which is gaining importance in the modern
civilized world.

The cult of Intelligence, first of all,
concerns the “intelligent society ”, which is
capable of dynamic addressing of socio-
economic, political, military and other
challenges of a modern multicultural society.
Its characteristic features are:

— ensuring high quality of life;
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—activating mechanisms of social
guarantees in social state;

— introduction of real conditions for
science-intensive  production, competitive
education, affordable high-quality medical
care, dominance of innovative approaches,
as well as conditions for the activities of a
free person in a welfare society;

—functioning  of  well-developed
public administration mechanisms;

— implementation of the principles of
the post New Public Management (post
NPM) related to the modern Digital
Governance Era (the last third of the 20th
century — 21st century) [4].

New ideas of modern science
(synergetics, doctrine of biosphere, thermo-
dynamics of real processes, anthropic

cosmological principle, the theory of social
networks, etc.) give the right to insist on the
priority of humanistic values in human life,
because without man the world not only
becomes unbearable or useless, it completely
loses sense, that is, it becomes impossible [9].

In conclusion of our brief analysis, it
should be noted that philosophy as a
fundamental educational discipline, according
to state standards of higher education in
Ukraine, is mandatory for students of all
specialties and forms of study. The current
state of development of society significantly
increases the requirements to the level of
students’ knowledge in the field of social
humanitarian training, and mastering
specific scientific knowledge is a pre-
requisite for raising the level of education
and culture of future specialists of any
profile, if this knowledge is based on the
system of philosophical ideas, world views
and values of a personality.

Conclusions and prospects of further

research. Based on the modern paradigm of
education as an open, dynamic, human-
centric system of the European model, the
main task of humanitarian training of
specialists at institutions of applied higher
education are considered to be [3; 4; 5; 6; 7;
9, 13; 15], firstly, students’ mastering the
laws of harmonious interaction between
nature and society, and the practical use of
those laws. Secondly, in the content of the
modernized system of quality training of
specialists at an institution of applied higher
education, interdisciplinary  connections
should play the leading role in order to
introduce integration and differentiation
trends of modern science in the process of
training, which, in turn, concerns funda-
mental  (philosophical,  methodological)
knowledge that lays the basis for forming the
general and professional culture of graduates
of higher educational institutions. Thirdly, the
foundation for improving the content of
humanitarian training at an institution of
applied higher education should be laid, in
our opinion, by a number of generally
accepted political and legal, moral and
ethical imperatives: values dominating the
modern developed world (democracy, quality
of life, the rule of law, social state, etc.), as
well as nationally oriented values based on
the principles of the Ukrainian culture.

In the end, theoretical and metho-
dological substantiation of the structure and
content of integrated training courses of
disciplines of a modern Ukrainian higher
educational institution, in particular philo-
sophy, should become the basis for creating a
constructive pedagogical atmosphere, which
would contribute to socialization of students as
active participants in building a free,
democratic, legal, people-centered society.
